One Digital Section: Color and/or Monochrome “CREATIVE” 
 
Definition of Creative 
Creative is “Altered Reality.” The image must obviously display a change in natural color, 
form, shape, or any combination of these three. Creative images are often montages (a 
blending or composite of multiple images). High Dynamic Range (HDR) images without 
further changes are not considered “altered reality.” The original image must be made by 
the entrant on photographic emulsion or captured digitally. All images must be original 
and may not incorporate elements produced by anyone else. Images may not be constructed 
entirely within a computer. Original images must be altered by the maker; it is necessary 
that the image’s core content can be identifiable. Non-creative images are not eligible for 
this competition. Any subject matter is acceptable as long as the Altered Reality guidelines 
are followed. 
 
All acceptances will count for FIAP, GPU, ISF and NFFF distinctions.
